Artists’ of 2007. On the heels of this now comes his feature film debut as both screenwriter and 
actor with DAKOTA playing at The Royal May 5th through the 7th.

“I met Brendan while casting a short film,  and now I can’t work with anyone else. He is both a talented 
writer and amazing actor and we are just glad to have him involved.” 

Staying true to DAKOTA’s independent spirit and Toronto locale, indie darlings DO MAKE SAY THINK, 
and local singer-songwriters ROYAL WOOD, REID JAMIESON and HARMONY TROWBRIDGE all lent 
songs to the film’s impressive soundtrack. 

DAKOTA will be released on DVD by MONGREL MEDIA this spring, and subsequently have its 
broadcast premiere on Super Channel in June.
